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Thrust cylindrical roller bearings are applica-
ble to applications with heavy axial load from 
one direction, where thrust ball bearings 
have insufficient load capacity.
Thrust cylindrical roller bearings are with 
strong stiffness and require small axial 
space, and insensitive to shock load.
The cylindrical surface of the rollers goes 
slightly tapered at the end of the roller. Such 
design nearly relieved any possible damag-
ing edge stresses.
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
